Jude 3 (NIV) “I...urge you to contend for the truth that was once for all entrusted to the saints.”

1. . this is the worldview that says, “The one with the most toys wins.”

Luke 12:15 (NLT) “Beware! Don’t be greedy for what you don’t have. Real life is not measured by how
much we own.”

2. : this is the worldview that says, “I’ve got to think of me first.”

Matthew 16:24,25 (N1V) “If anyone would come after me, he must deny himself and take up his cross and
follow me. For whoever wants to save his life will lose it, but whoever loses his life for me will find it.”

3. : this is the worldview that says, “Do what feels good.”
Proverbs 21:17 (Message) ““You’re addicted to thrills? What an empty life!”

4. : this is the worldview that says, “That may be true for you, but it’s not for me.”
